a.) Journeyman Exam Appeal – Douglas Henriksen – DaKacia York
Mr. Douglas Henriksen applied to take the Journeyman Exam with documents showing he was in a registered Apprenticeship Program with the Michigan State Plumbing Board. Executive Director, Ms. Ashley J. Tullier, stated that the law states that the apprenticeship program must be through the Louisiana Workforce Commission. COMMITTEE REPORTS

a.)  Continuing Professional Education Committee – Kelly Craft 
Chairman, Mr. Kelly Craft, stated that the Continuing Professional Education Committee is recommending to the Board to continue allowing Continuing Professional Education correspondence electronically, book & quiz provided through mail or email, providing new online option: download video/quiz; cost to be discussed by board, continuing to allow inhouse course however providers can only use the video provided and the discretion to streamline, vendors can continue to be used. Mr. Craft stated that the Board needs to look at the options and make CPE as financially feasible for the plumber and gas fitters and convenient, so they do not have to get in a vehicle and drive to a location to take a class. Mr. Craft stated that it would be less invasive on the license holders and making it financially feasible as possibly should be the goal. Mr. Craft said that this needs to be looked at more and discussed about more under New Business.
b.) Building Committee – Trey Giglio 
Chairman, Mr. Vincent Giglio, stated the Building Committee has meet serval times in the past few months to discuss the facility. The Committee has discussed the general geographic area, the Board approved preliminary budget of $1.2 million dollars and after discussing with the realtor about the budget looking into further cost for a new facility. Looking at pieces of land, building the administrative facility and then adding the testing facility; this would financially break-up the commitment of the Board with a land purchase & administrative facility while using the existing facility as the testing facility; and then finally adding the testing facility to the new location. The Committee is also looking at Architect firms and if the facility must be within Baton Rouge City limits or in East Baton Rouge Parish.

ADVISORY REPORT

Chairman, Mr. Keith Bienvenu, stated the Advisory Board discussed Act 515 from the 2016 Legislative Session, “the Board was charged with working with the Board of Supervisors and Community Colleges and developing training program for individuals preparing for the tradesman license.” This has not occurred and is a quick and easy path to obtaining the journeyman license. The second issue that was discussed was about the Louisiana State Uniform Construction Code Council code changes, LSUCCC does not have an easy way of finding the new changes for the people taking the State Plumbing Board exams. Can the State Plumbing Board of Louisiana ask LSUCCC to create a new column to easily identify the changes? The third issue that was discussed was company P.O. Boxes being used as identifying addresses. Board Member, Mr. Jonathan Causey, stated maybe something can be created by LSUCCC. Mr. Russell Robillard explained how the current code book looks. He suggested LSUCCC adding a column with the changes next to the amendment that the code pertains to. Mr. Causey said that this is something that should be sent to LSUCCC. Chairman, Mr. Terry Smith, asked if there is something formal that the Board needs to do to request the LSUCCC. Executive Director, Ms. Ashley J. Tullier said that she can reach out to Mr. Mark Joiner, Director of LSUCC, and see if there is something that they can do. Mr. Causey made a motion to have Ms. Tullier reach out to Mr. Joiner of LSUCCC regarding this request. Ms. Tullier addressed the P.O. Box issue, stated that we require both a physical and mailing address. The Enforcement Officers can write a citation for having a P.O. Box only. Ms. Tullier also stated that at this time we do not have the ability to choose which address appears on the website.

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S   REPORT

 Executive Director, Ms. Ashley J. Tullier addressed the board and reported back that in 2020 the Journeyman Practical Exam was changed. In January 2020 roughly 76 people took the Journeyman Exam, of those people 40 failed the exam, providing a 53% passing score. In 2021 the number of examinees in each exam was lowered due to COVID; in January 2021 53 people took the Journeyman Exam, of those people 5 failed the exam, providing a 91% passing score. Looking at the statistics and moving the examinees back to 76 the Board is probably looking at a rate of 63% and an overall rate of 10% passing for the Practical. Ms. Tullier reminded everyone that the first Shreveport Exam will be on June 19, 2021. On the Agenda is a NITC contract for the Shreveport Testing location only. The written exam score will be provided automatically, this will not change the administrative process. The Baton Rouge and Shreveport preliminary 2022 schedules have been completed; the Board will receive those. Lastly, the IT and Database Quotes are on the Agenda. It is the responsibility of the Board to seek additional quotes for IT and Database solutions.
Board Member, Mr. Carl Bourgeois, mentioned that several people have brought to his attention that they have received citations for not having a jobsite sign at the jobsite and asked if there could be leniency. Ms. Tullier said the Board can put together a committee to make a rule change if they see fit; how would a time frame that the plumber is responsible for having a sign up be determined? Chairman, Mr. Terry Smith, stated a committee would be formed and asked about having a plumber send the office a picture of the sign on the site. Ms. Tullier stated that would be a Regulatory Rule change, we cannot require them to send a picture. It can be done but there would be a process to it; while the Enforcement Officers show leniency there is no leniency in the law and the committee would have to determine what the leniency is and submit for a rule change. Mr. Smith asked Mr. Bourgeois to head the committee and Board Member, Mr. Michael Joiner, to be on the committee. Counsel, Mrs. Julie Richard-Spencer, suggested to the committee that they considered the value of the fine as to compared to the administrative cost; consider the practical applications of the rule changes.
