In-House CPE – still provide classes in all seven regions, must provide hard copy manual for all attendees, all hard copies must be purchased in advance, additional copies available through the vendor at terms later 2. Correspondence CPE (4 options) – providers may provide a hard copy of the book by mailing the book to take home to complete and after completion turned back into the provider for grading, providers may provide digital copy of the manual in an email, providers may provide a digital copy for a digital platform such as their website or a third-party but shall only be provided through a secured portal that is only available to someone who has paid a fee and been given access through the portal, all correspondence must be graded and kept for four years, all persons taking correspondence must receive a score of at least 70% to be credited and the plumbing board will still charge per person for any license that is provided through CPE, providers will be charged for any CPE material that was not purchased in-advance. 3. Video Zoom – the Committee itself is not recommending any live Zoom classes or online classes for 2022, the Committee feels it needs to take additional time to review resources/technology before making this recommendation to the Board. 4. Vendors – to continue to allow one vendor for gas and one for plumbing topic, discuss the hardships require the vendor provide generic material, will suggest the removal of this section, to all vendors to teach courses on specific products with the recommendation by the Committee, 5. Future Train the Trainer – request for the Board the training to be held in Zoom to reduce cost for providers and the Board as a whole. Chairman, Mr. Terry Smith stated that he thinks Train the Trainer should be in-person.
