OLD BUSINESS


a.) Recommendation from Journeyman Qualification Review Committee
State Plumbing Board Member, Chairman of the Journeyman Qualification Committee, Mr. Terry Smith presented to the Board the committee recommendations. When a person is interested in entering the plumbing industry, there shall be two (2) paths of obtaining a Louisiana Journeyman Plumbing license. The first path shall be through a Registered Apprenticeship Program. The second path shall be through an On-The-Job Training (OJT) process. The applicant entering the trade shall have a probationary period of employment for up to six (6) months. After the probationary period, the applicant shall register with the State Plumbing Board of Louisiana (SPBLA) and choose his/her path to licensure. At the time of registration, the applicant may submit a notarized affidavit along with verifiable proof of wages to receive credit for hours worked during the probationary period. The SPBLA shall establish a minimal annual fee for this registration. Applicants in the Registered Apprenticeship Program shall follow the Louisiana Department of Workforce Development guidelines for Registered Apprenticeship Programs and shall be a minimum of four (4) years. The Registered Apprenticeship Program provider shall be responsible for the registration of students with the SPBLA. Applicants in the OJT process shall work for a Licensed Master Plumber licensed by the SPBLA and must complete a minimum of ten thousand (10,000) hours over the period of five (5) years. Applicants registered through the OJT process shall renew their registration annually with a notarized affidavit and verifiable proof of wages to receive credit for hours worked. An apprentice may choose to convert to a Registered Apprenticeship Program and receive credit for hours served based on a program sponsor’s rules but not to exceed twenty-four (24) months. Mr. John Andrishok, attorney with Breazeale Sachse & Wilson, LLP stated to the Board that he wanted clarification regarding apprenticeship rules, regulations and standards. Mr. Andrishok stated if we are going to have an On-the-Job training program that the apprentices are required to go through such as classroom work, then who is going to administer the classroom work, the studies, the test, wage and supervision requirements, etc. Mr. Andrishok stated he is trying to get a better understanding and clarification since he does not recall this being discussed during the sub-committee meeting. Chairman of the State Plumbing Board of Louisiana, Mr. James Finley stated if the person takes a ten thousand (10,000) hour route, it is the same as when it was an eight thousand (8,000) hour route. Mr. Andrishok thanked Mr. Finley for the Boards time and Mr. Finley thanked Mr. Andrishok for addressing his concerns. Mr. Creighton Verges with LCR addressed the Board and stated he needed clarification if persons that have two (2) to three (3) years in the industry and have not gone to school, will they be able to get credit for their hours worked if they provide the same certifications that we are asking for going forward. Mr. Finley stated there will have to be provisions made as there are now and this program was announced 7 years ago on behalf of PHCC and this is not something new. Mr. Finley stated this will be something that will have to be developed with the rules and regulations and persons that have experience in the trade will not be cast aside.
